As Legislators and public servants, we must be held to the highest standards of conduct. This legislation
would strengthen the Monroe County Code of Ethics, adding provisions addressing conflicts of interest,
use of county resources for political purposes and sexual harassment.

The Code of Ethics has not undergone substantial revisions in many years. This legislation seeks to begin

to bring the Code of Ethics in line with peer counties in New York State.

The reforms proposed in this legislation would do the following:

elections.

Make sexuval harassment conduct that is prohibited.
Require high-ranking officers to receive approval for outside employment.

Require officials to recuse themselves in writing from matters in which they have a conflict.
Close the revolving door of officers leaving County employment.

Prohibit candidates from putting their images on taxpayer-funded mailings and ads before

¢ Ban coercion of employees and use of County resources for political campaigns.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Schedule and hold a public hearing.

2. Adopt the Local Law as attached.
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These important and common-sense additions and modifications to the Code of Ethics further ensure
integrity of Monroe County government and the public’s confidence in our work.

This proposal will have no impact on the revenue and/or expenditures of the current Monroe County
Budget.

ENACTING A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE CODE OF ETHICS OF THE COUNTY OF
MONROE

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. Section 45-3 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

INTEREST

A pecuniary or material benefit accruing to a municipal officer or employee, unless the context otherwise
requires, and shall be deemed to include the business or financial affairs of the officer's or employee's spouse,
minor children and dependents; a firm, partnership or association in which such officer or employee is a
member ot employee; a corporation of which such officer or employee is an officer, director or employee; and
a corporation any stock of which is owned or controlled directly or indirectly by such officer or employee.

MUNICIPAL AGENCY

Any depa.rnnent of the County of Monroe or division, board, d]anmL_comnuss:on or bureau of any department
of the County, in p : e : 3

OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE

An officer or employee of the County of Monroe, whether paid or unpaid, including members of the Monroe
County Legislature, and of any administrative board, commission or other agency of the-Monroe County.

Section 2. Section 45-4 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-4 General standard of conduct.
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No officer or employee shall have any interest, financial or otherwise, direct or indirect, or engage in any
business or transaction or prefessienal activity or incur any obligation of any nature which is in conflict with
the proper discharge of his duties in the public interest.

Section 3. Section 45-5 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-5 Interest in business or professional dealings with County.

No officer or employee of the County of Monroe shall have an interest, direct or indirect, in any manner
whatsoever except by operation of law, in any business or professional dealings with the County of Monroe or

any ageneyMunicipal Agency thereof.

Section 4, Section 45-6 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-6. Representing other persons or corporations in transactions with County.

No officer or employee of the County of Monroe shall act as attorney, agent, broker, representative or employee

in business or professional dealings with the County or any ageney-Municipal Agency thereof for-any-person
er-corporation-in-which-he-has-a-direct-or-indirect-interest.

Section 5. Section 45-8 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:
§ 45-8. Incompatible employment.

A No officer or employee shall engage in, solicit, negotiate for or promise to accept private

employment or render services for private interest when such employment or service creates a conflict
with or impairs the proper discharge of his official duties.

Section 6, Section 45-9 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as

follows:
§45-9. Future employment.

A No officer or employee shall, after the termination of service or employment with such

mummpahty, appear or practice before any -beud—et—ageney Municipal Agency of the County of

Monroe in relation to any case, proceeding or application in which he personally participated during
the period of his service or employment or which was under his active consideration.
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Section 7. Section 45-12 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-12 Gifts.

No officer or employee shall, directly or indirectly, solicit any gift or accept or receive any gift having more than
a nominal value, whether in the form of money, services, loan, travel, entertainment, hospitality, thing or
promise, or in any other form, from any person, firm, corporatlon or other entity that has a direct or indirect
interest in any contract for the provision of goods or services to the County of Monroe or any agerey-Municipal
Agency thereof, The term “gift” shall be defined pursuant to New York Legislative Law §1-c(j) as amended
from time to time. Any local development corporation contracting with the County of Monroe shall include
the requirements of the County Code of Ethics in its code of ethics.

Section 8. Section 45-13 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:
§45-13. Course of conduct.

A Every officer or employee should endeavor to pursue a course of conduct which will not raise

suspicion among the public that he is likely to be engaged in acts that are in violation of his trust. He
should not use or attempt to use his offictal position to secure unwarranted privileges or exemptions
for himself or others. He should not by his conduct give reasonable basis for the impression that any
person can improperly influence him or unduly enjoy his favor in the performance of his official duties
or that he is affected by the kinship, position or influence of any party or person.

Section 9. Section 45-23 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-23 Penalties for offenses.
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Any contract willfully entered into by or with Monroe County or any agency thereof in which there is an interest
prohibited by this chapter shall be null and void and wholly unenforceable. In addition to any penalty contained
in any other provision of law, any person who shall knomngly and intentionally violate any of the provisions
of this code, including_eggag 3 3 : ict, may be fined, suspended, or
removed from office or emp]oyment, as the case may be, in the manner provided by law.

Section 10. Section 45-25(B) of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

B. The Board may also accept from the general public, an officer or employee, or from its own members
and consider any complaint or allegation of conflict of interest, harassment, or sexual harassment on
the part of any officer or employee of Monroe County. All such complaints or allegations are to be
kept in the confidential records of the Board. Should the Board determine that there is apparent merit
in the complamt or allegauon, it shall send a written invitation to the officer or employee so charged
to appear at a prvate meeung of the Board and explain the apparent conflict of interest, a].lgga_ngu_gf

Should; (1) such officer or employee fail to appear in

response to such invitation-et-sheuld-he-appearand; (2) such officer or employee fail to satisfy the

Board that there is no conflict of mtmsmwmmuﬂggmﬁmm

Section 11 If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law or the application
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entty, or circumstance shall be adjudged by
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect,
impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence,
paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its application to the person, individual, corporation,
firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment
shall be rendered.

Section 12. This local law shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule
Law and the Monroe County Charter.

Subject: Banning of Vaping in Monroe County Parks

Honorable Legislators:

We, the undersigned, do hereby submit to this Honorable Body a resolution to ban vaping
in County public parks. New York State established a law in 2022 to prohibit smoking in any
public park that is under the control of any state or local government; Assembly Bill 05061/Senate
Bill S04142 was signed by Governor Hochul on July 15, 2022, A park is defined to include public
parks, beaches, pools, boardwalks, marinas, playgrounds, recreation centers, group camps and the
equipment, buildings and facilities in any of those areas.

Those smoke-free requirements apply to both state-owned parks, as well as those managed
by local governments. The enacted State law restricts only “smoking,” which is defined separately
than “vaping” in New York law. Local units of government retain the ability to adopt stronger
regulations that would restrict vaping or e-cigarette use in outdoor areas.

The specific legislative action required is to amend the Section 323-29 of the Monroe
County Code to institute a ban on the use of vaping products in County parks.

This resolution will have no fiscal impact on Monroe County's Budget.

LOCAL LAW NO. OF 2023

ENACTING ALOCAL LAW AMENDING CHAPTER 323 OF THE MONROE COUNTY
CODE

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as
follows:
Section 1. Section 323-29 of the Monroe County Code is hereby amended to read as follows:

§ 323-29 Controlled substances and Vaping
A. No person shall use, carry, transport or sell within a park any marijuana, narcotic drug,
hallucinogen or controlled substance as defined in § 220.00, or drug paraphernalia as defined
in § 220.50 of the New York State Penal Law. Violations of this section will be prosecuted in
accordance with the New York State Penal Law. Violators will be subject to the penalties
prescribed therein.

No person shall use an electronic cigarette, as that term is defined in New York State Public
Health Law § 1399-aa, within a park. This provision shall not apply to County employees
within_outdoor areas of a park that are: (1) not open to_the public (e.g.. park maintenance
areas), and (2) designated by the County for such use.

Section 2. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law or the
application thereof to any person, individual, corporadon, firm, partnership, entity, ot circumstance
shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconsttutional, such order
or judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined 1n its
operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its
application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance directly
involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendered.

Secuon 3. This local law shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal
Home Rule Law and the Monroe County Charter.
