It is the intention of this provision that other
committees established by the County Legislature have jurisdictions which are broadly
defined in relation to the main functional activities of the County, such as finance, human
services, public safety services, physical services, planning and intergovernmental affairs.
Further, it is intended that such committees use the aaaaal annual work program developed
by the Agenda Committee and utilize legislative staff to focus on fundamental policy issues.
The appointment of chairpersons of such committees shall be based on interest, expertise
and previous experience.
