Honorable Legislators:

Our community owes a debt of gratitude to the men and women who served in our armed forces.
The freedoms and liberties we enjoy are due to the bravery of our service men and women, in particular,
our combat veterans. Sadly, many veterans suffer from post-traumatic stress or other trauma related
conditions. This can affect a person’s ability to maintain employment, personal relationships, and
unfortunately can lead to dire situations like homelessness and suicide.

According to a 2017 report from the U.S. Department of Veteran Affairs, an average of 17.5 of
every 100,000 veterans in New York State commits suicide. Tragically, this number increases to 20.5 of
every 100,000 when looking at data within Monroe County. According to the New York State Division of
Veterans Services, in 2019 an estimated 1,270 veterans across the state are homeless on any given night.
While there is no one-size-fits-all reason, many veterans either have trouble attaining, or have difficulty
accepting assistance from healthcare professionals or veteran service organizations.

This legislation will facilitate the accomplishment of two objectives. The first, ensuring a full
time Monroe County Veterans Service Agency employee be staffed with the Veterans Outreach Center.
The second, to provide funding for the Monroe County Veterans Service Agency to launch a pilot
program for ecotherapy, a cutting edge outdoor based counseling program that has shown outstanding
success in helping those in the veteran community in need of counseling services.

The Monroe County Veterans Service Agency and the Veterans Outreach Center are both critical
veteran resources in our region. However, each organization provides unique services. By having a
Monroe County Veteran Service Agency staff member, specifically a Veterans Services Officer, assigned
to the Veterans Qutreach Center, there will be a trained liaison at the ready to offer help and direction to
veterans. This will be most helpful for veterans who visit the Veterans Outreach Center looking for
services from the Monroe County Veterans Service Agency, as being told help is at a different office is
often a barrier to seeking assistance. Having a Veterans Service Agency representative on site at the
Veterans Outreach Center will reduce the number of individuals failing to connect with the Veterans
Service Agency in order to acquire the services they were originally seeking.

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A leading resource for veterans struggling with post-traumatic stress or simply re-integrating
with society either in the workplace or socially is counseling. While traditional therapy programs are
often helpful, sometimes they are unsuccessful. Ecotherapy is a form of counseling that incorporates
nature into its counseling methods, offering a new option that integrates counseling services with a team-
based outdoor setting that many veterans are accustomed to from their military service. Monroe County is
home to Trybe Ecotherapy, which offers this innovative approach to supporting veterans in our
community. Outdoor therapy programs similar to Trybe Ecotherapy have been implemented in several
west coast states with success and has garnered federal government support through the “Accelerating
Veterans Recovery Outdoors Act” signed into law in December 2020. Bringing this cutting-edge therapy
program to our veterans will ensure that those who sacrificed so much for us, and may be suffering with
lingering trauma, can receive the help they deserve to continue to contribute to and reintegrate with
society at home.

Veterans have long been a source of security and support within our community and throughout
our entire country. It is critical that these courageous individuals receive the programs, services and
safeguards to protect their well-being beyond their time of service. In order to make meaningful and
effective steps towards ensuring veterans have access to crucial resources, we propose that this Honorable
Body allocate additional funding for the Veterans Service Agency to provide for the addition of staff and
an ecotherapy pilot program. It should be noted, a successful pilot ecotherapy program can be applied in
the future to any resident with PTSD symptoms such as battered women and abused children.

The specific legislative actions required are:

. Authorize the transfer of $172,446 from general fund 9001, fund center 1001020000, Community
Contingency Fund, 1o make available sufficient appropriations for the addition of one (1) full-time
County Service Worker and launch an ecotherapy pilot program.

Authorize the creation of one (1) additional full-time County Service Worker, Group 12, in the
Veterans Service Agency.

3. Amend the 2021 operating budget of the Veterans Service Agency by appropriating the sum of
$47,446 within general fund 9001 from fund center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund to
funds center 7401010000, Veterans Service Agency for the express purpose of funding one (1) newly
created County Service Worker position to work in collaboration with the Veterans QOutreach Center.

4. Amend the 2021 operating budget of the Veterans Service Agency by appropriating the sum of
$125,000 within general fund 9001 from fund center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund into
funds center 7401010000, Veterans Service Agency, Professional Services for the express purpose of
implementing a pilot ecotherapy program,

Monroe County shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Monroe County Procurement
Policy prior to awarding any contracts authorized in this referral.

The newly created position of County Service Worker shall be subject to classification by the
Civil Service Commission. Funding appropriated for this position is contemplated on a tentative March 1,
2021 hire date and includes funding for salary, retirement, social security contribution, medical insurance,
and dental insurance. Full-year funding for this position is estimated to be $56,535, not accounting for
any contractual pay increases or cost of living adjustments.

Honorable Legislators:

In 2020, Monroe County dealt with the biggest public health crisis in over a century. The
Covid-19 pandemic has proven to be a challenge to our community, but one that we have
weathered with a sustained community-wide effort. The administration has provided strong
leadership, guidance, and up-to-date information. However, rising COVID-19 cases in Monroe
County recently led the Governor to designate parts of the region an “Orange Zone” in the midst
of the holiday season. As community leaders, we have followed the guidelines about COVID-19
in Monroe County closely. Yet, throughout the pandemic we have seen the intensification of
racial disparities in communities of color, especially those within the Limited English Proficient
community.

Monroe County is home to over 30,000 residents in the Limited English Proficient (LEP)
community and even more in the Deaf or Hard of Hearing community. This referral would
increase the County’s capacity to provide translation and interpretation services, including with
respect to COVID-19, for the LEP and Deaf or Hard of Hearing communities in Monroe County
to ensure they receive critical information in a format that they can understand. There is a crucial
need for this kind of support in Monroe County, especially during the pandemic, where Limited
English Proficient (LEP) communities have missed out on critical information because it was not
provided in their native language and interpretation services have not been readily available at
agencies providing services.

This is a challenging time for local governments. This referral would prevent further gaps
in information and guidance regarding COVID-19 and county services to these communities.
The burden of information sharing should not disproportionately fall on the shoulders of
providers in the LEP, Deaf and Hard of Hearing communities. This referral will further the goal
of achieving greater equity for all. '
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This Honorable Body and the administration have a long history of collaboration. This
proposal would utilize funds from the Legislature’s Community Contingency Fund to fund salary
and benefits for a position in the Department of Diversity, Equity and Inclusion dedicated to
providing language access services. The newly created position will be subject to classification
by the Civil Service Commission. This employee would begin with a focus on communications
related to COVID-19 and other emergency situations and then expand their focus to include
other county services, ensuring a language access plan.

The specific legislative action required is:

Amend the 2021 operating budget to transfer $90,000 from the Legislature, general fund
9001, funds center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund to the Department of
Diversity, Equity and Inclusion, general fund 9001, funds center 2201010000, Diversity,
Equity and Inclusion for the purpose of funding one full time position, (FTE) including
benefits, dedicated to language access services.

The legislative action requested in this referral is not an “Action,” as that term is defined
in 6 NYCRR § 617.2(b), and is not subject to review under the State Environmental Quality
Review Act.

A- second
referral will be submitted to Your Honorable Body after the report of the AFPB-to schedule the
public hearing and recommend adoption or rejection of the addition of parcels to any district.

Due to the COVID-19 State of Emergency, MCH must adhere to the resident COVID-19 testing
regulations set forth by the U.S. Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services. All residents (approximately
500) must be tested every three to seven days, for a minimum of fourteen days, after a single positive
COVID-19 case within the facility, whether a resident, staff member, or contractor. Furthermore, based
on discussions with and recommendations from the New York State Department of Health, MCH has
recently increased the frequency of resident testing when circumstances warrant, including to enable
MCH to identify and isolate residents who test positive as quickly as possible to reduce the risk of
potential additional exposures. To ensure appropriate care of its residents, it is necessary that MCH
contract with a provider that is able to perform these tests with timely and accurate results.

Their past performance with
MCH has been exemplary and they have proven their-ability to continue the comprehensive laboratory
services required by Public Health Law and MCH.

The specific legislative action required is to amend Resolution 111 of 2016, as amended by
Resolution 315 of 2020, to amend and increase the contract’ with URMC Labs, a Division of the
University of Rochester, to provide increased COVID-19 testing and laboratory services for residents of
Monroe Community Hospital from a total amount not to exceed $1,040,000 to a total amount not to
exceed $1,640,000 for the period of April 1, 2020 through March31, 2021,

Veterans Service Agency Budget to Add an Additional County Service Worker
Position and Implement a Pilot Ecotherapy Program for Veterans

Honorable Legislators:

Our community owes a debt of gratitude to the men and women who served in our armed forces.
The freedoms and liberties we enjoy are due to the bravery of our service men and women, in particular,
our combat veterans. Sadly, many veterans suffer from post-traumatic stress or other trauma related
conditions. This can affect a person’s ability to maintain employment, personal relationships, and
unfortunately can lead to dire situations like homelessness and suicide.

According to a 2017 report from the U.S. Department of Veteran Affairs, an average of 17.5 of
every 100,000 veterans in New York State commits suicide. Tragically, this number increases to 20.5 of
every 100,000 when looking at data within Monroe County. According to the New York State Division of
Veterans Services, in 2019 an estimated 1,270 veterans across the state are homeless on any given night.
While there is no one-size-fits-all reason, many veterans either have trouble attaining, or have difficulty
accepting assistance from healthcare professionals or veteran service organizations.

This legislation will facilitate the accomplishment of two objectives. The first, ensuring a full
time Monroe County Veterans Service Agency employee be staffed with the Veterans Outreach Center.
The second, to provide funding for the Monroe County Veterans Service Agency to launch a pilot
program for ecotherapy, a cutting edge outdoor based counseling program that has shown outstanding
success in helping those in the veteran community in need of counseling services.

The Monroe County Veterans Service Agency and the Veterans Outreach Center are both critical
veteran resources in our region. However, each organization provides unique services. By having a
Monroe County Veteran Service Agency staff member, specifically a Veterans Services Officer, assigned
to the Veterans Qutreach Center, there will be a trained liaison at the ready to offer help and direction to
veterans. This will be most helpful for veterans who visit the Veterans Outreach Center looking for
services from the Monroe County Veterans Service Agency, as being told help is at a different office is
often a barrier to seeking assistance. Having a Veterans Service Agency representative on site at the
Veterans Outreach Center will reduce the number of individuals failing to connect with the Veterans
Service Agency in order to acquire the services they were originally seeking.

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A leading resource for veterans struggling with post-traumatic stress or simply re-integrating
with society either in the workplace or socially is counseling. While traditional therapy programs are
often helpful, sometimes they are unsuccessful. Ecotherapy is a form of counseling that incorporates
nature into its counseling methods, offering a new option that integrates counseling services with a team-
based outdoor setting that many veterans are accustomed to from their military service. Monroe County is
home to Trybe Ecotherapy, which offers this innovative approach to supporting veterans in our
community. Outdoor therapy programs similar to Trybe Ecotherapy have been implemented in several
west coast states with success and has garnered federal government support through the “Accelerating
Veterans Recovery Outdoors Act” signed into law in December 2020. Bringing this cutting-edge therapy
program to our veterans will ensure that those who sacrificed so much for us, and may be suffering with
lingering trauma, can receive the help they deserve to continue to contribute to and reintegrate with
society at home.

Veterans have long been a source of security and support within our community and throughout
our entire country. It is critical that these courageous individuals receive the programs, services and
safeguards to protect their well-being beyond their time of service. In order to make meaningful and
effective steps towards ensuring veterans have access to crucial resources, we propose that this Honorable
Body allocate additional funding for the Veterans Service Agency to provide for the addition of staff and
an ecotherapy pilot program. It should be noted, a successful pilot ecotherapy program can be applied in
the future to any resident with PTSD symptoms such as battered women and abused children.

The specific legislative actions required are:

. Authorize the transfer of $172,446 from general fund 9001, fund center 1001020000, Community
Contingency Fund, 1o make available sufficient appropriations for the addition of one (1) full-time
County Service Worker and launch an ecotherapy pilot program.

Authorize the creation of one (1) additional full-time County Service Worker, Group 12, in the
Veterans Service Agency.

3. Amend the 2021 operating budget of the Veterans Service Agency by appropriating the sum of
$47,446 within general fund 9001 from fund center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund to
funds center 7401010000, Veterans Service Agency for the express purpose of funding one (1) newly
created County Service Worker position to work in collaboration with the Veterans QOutreach Center.

4. Amend the 2021 operating budget of the Veterans Service Agency by appropriating the sum of
$125,000 within general fund 9001 from fund center 1001020000, Community Contingency Fund into
funds center 7401010000, Veterans Service Agency, Professional Services for the express purpose of
implementing a pilot ecotherapy program,

Monroe County shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Monroe County Procurement
Policy prior to awarding any contracts authorized in this referral.

The newly created position of County Service Worker shall be subject to classification by the
Civil Service Commission. Funding appropriated for this position is contemplated on a tentative March 1,
2021 hire date and includes funding for salary, retirement, social security contribution, medical insurance,
and dental insurance. Full-year funding for this position is estimated to be $56,535, not accounting for
any contractual pay increases or cost of living adjustments.
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The provisions of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act shall be complied with
prior to the undertaking, funding, or approving the action in this referral.
