modifications to reapportionment law and related requirements. These changes and the
infrequency of reapportionment demand this legislative body obtain the services of a highly
experienced, focused provider to ensure reapportionment is done properly.

Several consultants were considered to provide professional legal services with Fusco Law Office
rated the most qualified to provide these services.
