Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize a contract with P. Miller Ashman,
M.D. in an amount not to exceed $21,200 to provide urology services for Monroe Community
Hospital (“MCH?”) for the period of April I, 2023 through March 31, 2024, with the option to
renew for three (3) additional one-year terms, subject to rates increasing annually by an amount
not to exceed 15% each year.

The New York State Department of Health requires health care facilities to assure that
residents/patients have the access and ability to participate in urology care, including testing,
evaluation, treatment, and recommendations. MCH has previously contracted with a urological
specialist and provided space at MCH for those services. P. Miller Ashman, M.D. has been the
provider of these services since 2015. His past performance with MCH has been exemplary, and
he has proven his ability to continue the services required by MCH.

A Request for Proposals was issued for this contract. P. Miller Ashman, M.D. was the
sole respondent.

The specific legislative action required is to authorize the County Executive, or his
designee, 1o execute a contract, and any amendments thereto, with P. Miller Ashman, M.D., 20
Corley Drive, Rochester, New York 14622, to provide urology services for Monroe Community
Hospital in an amount not to exceed $21,200 for the period of April 1, 2023 through March 31,
2024, with the option to renew for three (3) additional one-year terms, subject to rates increasing
annually by an amount not to exceed 15% each year.

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State Division of
Criminal Justice Services in the amount of $54,656 for the Paul Coverdell Forensic Science
Improvement Program (Office of the Medical Examiner’s Forensic Toxicology Laboratory) for the
period of October 1, 2022 through December 31, 2023.

The purpose of this grant is to improve forensic science services in the Monroe County
Office of the Medical Examiner’s Forensic Toxicology Laboratory. This program provides
postmortem forensic toxicology services to aid in the determination of cause and manner of deaths
and toxicology services to aid in the evaluation of cases of driving under the influence of drugs
and/or alcohol and drug-facilitated sexual assault, The funds will be used to purchase supplies
needed to: increase the analytical capacity of the Laboratory; minimize testing downtimes; train staff;
and maintain the Laboratory's accreditation. This will be the twentieth year the County has received
this grant. This year's funding represents a decrease of $2,555 from last year. This funding varies
annually and is dependent on the total amount of federal funds available and the number of forensic
laboratories in New York State eligible to receive funds.

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State Department of Health
in an amount not to exceed $134,671 to support the Monroe County Nurse-Family Partnership Program
(“NFP") for the period of April 1, 2022 through March 31, 2023.

The purpose of this grant is to provide support of the County’s existing NFP program. The NFP
program is an evidence-based nurse home visiting program that has been rigorously evaluated and includes
expertly trained nurses delivering the services per a standard curriculum. The grant will provide a portion of
the funding for the NFP program, which annually provides home visits to approximately 300 high-risk, first
time mothers, their infants, and families to improve their pregnancy outcomes and their health, weil-being, and
self-sufficiency. The funds will be used to support a previously-authorized vendor contract that provides the
nurses who make home visits to all NFP clients. This will be the fifth year the County has received this grant.
This year's funding represents an increase of $33,667.50 from the previous year.

1. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to accept a grant in an amount not to exceed
$134,671 from, and to execute a contract and any amendments thereto with, the New York
State Department of Health to support the Monroe County Nurse-Family Partnership Program
for the period of April 1, 2022 through March 31, 2023.

The initial period of performance for the grant expired on December 31, 2022, The Monroe County
Veterans Service Agency, as a result of limitations on in-person services from the Veterans Treatment Court and
Veterans Outreach Center (*VOC") during the COVID-19 pandemic, requested and received approval from DOJ for
a 12-month extension to the grant performance period, through December 31, 2023. This extension will allow the
court and the VOC to provide services to velerans in the criminal justice system for an additional year. This year is
the last year of potential extensions for the grant.

The amendment to the VOC contract will extend the contract period from its current end date of April 30,
2023 through December 31, 2023. VOC provides clinical services to support the Rochester Veterans Treatment
Court through funding from the DOJ grant. The purpose of this contract extension is to allow VOC to continue to
provide clinical support to the Veterans Treatment Court through 2023 and to bring the end of the contract period
into alignment with the end of the grant performance period. The amendment will also increase the amount of the
contract for its final term, from May 1, 2022 through December 31, 2023, from $72,500 10 $120,833.33. The
increase is the prorated annual amount of the contract for an additional cight months of services to the end of the
grant performance period.

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize contracts with Finger Lakes
Performing Provider System (“FLPPS”), the University of Rochester Medical Center
(“URMC”), and Rochester Regional Health (*“RRH”) to permit Monroe Community Hospital
(“MCH?”) to participate in the complex care program to address barriers to hospital discharge for
a term to commence on or after November 1, 2022.

As Your Honorable Body is aware, our local hospitals continue o face capacity
challenges. This is in part due to hospital beds being occupied by patients who are medically
ready to be discharged from the hospital, but require continued care in a skilled nursing facility
or other alternative level of care outside the home. The complex care needs of these patients,
however, make it challenging for skilled nursing facilities to admit them. These circumstances
create a difficult situation both for these Alternative Level of Care (“ALC”) patients, who remain
hospitalized rather than being transferred to the most appropriate level of care for their needs,
and hospitals, which must continue to dedicate resources to these patients, while further
stretching their resources to admit new patients requiring hospital level of care.

This referral would permit MCH to participate in the complex care program being
administered by FLPPS to address these barriers to discharge. Under these agreements, MCH
would partner with FLPPS and the local hospital systems to take on an increased number of ALC
patients. MCH would receive grant funding under this agreement from FLPPS to compensate
for the costs of caring for a more complex patient cohort, at rates established by FLPPS for the
program.
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The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to execute a contract and any
amendments thereto, with Finger Lakes Performing Provider System and the
University of Rochester Medical Center, a division of the University of
Rochester, to permit Monroe Community Hospital to participate in the complex
care program to address barriers to hospital discharge, for a term to commence on
or after November 1, 2022.

2. Authorize the County Executive or his designee, to execute a contract and any
amendments thereto, with Finger Lakes Performing Provider System and
Rochester Regional Health to permit Monroe Community Hospital to participate
in the complex care program to address barriers to hospital discharge, for a term
to commence on or after November 1, 2022.

This action is a Type II Action pursuant to 6 NYCRR § 617.5(c)(26) (“routine or
continuing agency administration and management, not including new programs or major
reordering of priorities that may affect the environment”) and is not subject to further review
under the State Environmental Quality Review Act.

These contracts are revenue generating. No additional net County support is required in
the current Monroe County budget.
