Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize an intermunicipal agreement with the City ol Rochester
for Flower City Public Health Corps members 1o support the Monroe County Department of Public Health for the
period of January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023.

Under this program, City of Rochester AmeriCorps members serving in the Flower City Public Health
Corps members will support the Monroe County Department of Public Health’s work in the community. Members
will receive an overview of the department and then be assigned to a division and program that maiches their
interests. For example, a member with an interest in logistics could be assigned to the Office of Public Health
Preparedness 1o assist in the planning and execution of a preparedness exercise. A member with an interest in
Maternal Child Health could be assigned to the Nurse Family Partnership Program to coancct clients with
community resources. The final assignment will be dictated by the interest of the Flower City Public Health Corps
member and the programmatic needs of the Monroe County Department of Public Health.

The specific legislative action required is to authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to execute
an intermunicipal agreement and any amendments thereto, with the City of Rochester for Flower City Public Health
Corps Members to serve in the Monroe County Department of Public Health for the period January 1, 2023 through
December 31, 2023,

Honorable Legislalors:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize a contract with Keeler Construction Co., Inc. in the
armount of $1,133,701.65 for construction services and authorize an intermunicipal agreement with the Town of
Pittsford in conjunction with the Stone Road Culvents project in the Town of Pittsford.

This project involves replacement of two box culverts on Stone Road: the first culvert is localed
approximately 900 feet west of Clover Strect and the second is located approximately 1600 feet cast of Clover
Street. The work involves removal of the existing culverts and replacements with new precast concrete box
culverts. Installation of new asphalt pavement, bridge railing, signs, and pavement markings will also be
completed at each culvert location. In addition, during the design for the Stone Road Culverts project, the Town
of Pittsford requested having the culverts exiended 10" to the south in order to accommodate a future mixed-usc
Town Trail, and reimbursing the County for the appropriate costs relating to this work. The current schedule is to
start work in spring 2023 with an anticipated completion by fall 2023,

The following four (4) bids were received on December 8, 2022:

Keeler Construction Co. Inc. $1,133,701.65
CP Ward $1,276,012.00
Sealand Contractors Corp. $1,329,000.85
Ramsey Constructors $1,633,905.00

The bids have been reviewed and Keeler Construction Co., Inc. has been determined to be the lowest
responsible bidder pursuant to General Municipal Law §103.

Enforcement Program

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize intermunicipal agreements with the ten

municipalities within Monroe County which have local police departments for the STOP-DWI Law
Enforcement Program, in the total amount of $119,749 for the period of January |, 2023 through
December 31, 2023.

These agreements will reimburse local police departments for anti-DWI enforcement efforts
during 2023. The funding formula includes a base allocation of $3,000 per police department, plus a
percentage of the remaining funding derived from the 2021 DWI arrest totals of each law enforcement
agency. Additional funding for the Victim Impact Panel (“*VIP") responsibilities is allocated to reimburse
each participating law enforcement agency for security and general support, and is derived from fees paid
by offenders to attend the panel.

The specific legislative action required is to authorize the County Execulive, or his designee, to
execute intermunicipal agreements, and any amendments thereto, with the City of Rochester and the nine
(9) towns and villages listed below, for the STOP-DWI Law Enforcement Program, in the total amount of
$119,749, for the period of January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023:

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize an intermunicipal agreement with the
City of Rochester to accept pass through funding from the United States Department of Justice in
the amount of $16,149 for the 2022 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program
for the period of October 1, 2021 through September 30, 2025.

This grant will be used to continue partial funding of the salary of one (1) Probation
Officer who provides increased supervision to high-risk probationers with gang associations and
a history of violence through Operation Nightwatch. Reduced caseloads allow officers to invest
more time in these cases, establish rapport with probationers and their families, and work with
probationers to eliminate risk factors associated with recidivism. This is the twenty-fourth year
that Monroe County has received funding for this program. This funding represents a decrease
of $48,161 from last year.

The specific legislative actions required are:

l. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to execute an intermunicipal
agreement, and any amendments thereto, with the City of Rochester to accept pass
through funding from the United States Department of Justice in the amount of
316,149 for the 2022 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program
for the period of October 1, 2021 through September 30, 2025.

Honorable Legislators:

This matier is being relerred to Your Honorable Body at the request of District Attorney Sandra
Doorley and Sheriff Todd K, Baxier.

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State Division of Criminal
Justice Scrvices for Criminal Justice Discovery Reform Funding in the amount of $2,757,688 for the District
Attorney’s Office, the Departiment of Public Safety, Office of Probation and Community Corrections, and the
Office of the Sheriff and authorize intermunicipal agreements with the City of Rochester, Rochester Police
Department and the Town of Greece, Greece Police Department.

This program provides resources to support local law enforcement agencics with expenses related to
discovery and pretrial reforms that took effect on January 1, 2020. These reforms require prosecutors o share
evidence in their possession soon after arraignment and well in advance of trial. The reforms also allow
defendants an opportunity to review evidence prior to pleading guilty 1o a crime and climinate bail for many
non-violent and low-level offenses. Eligible expenses include administrative support, computer equipment,
data connectivity, training and related materials, overtime costs, litigation readiness, pre-trial services, and
other discovery related expenses. This is the first year the County has received this grant.

Funds will be used to help support the following programs in the following departments:

e District Attorney’s Office: Supports or partially supports nine (9) existing Criminal Law
Assistant positions, two (2) existing Grand Jury Stenographer positions, two (2) existing Digital
Media Technician positions and one (1) existing Confidential Clerk position directly involved
with the discovery process; provides funding for hardware and software fees associated with case
management and data storage; and, provides the Rochester Police Department and Greece Police
Department cach with $129,000 sub grants to enhance data connectivity for automated transfer of
discovery material.

Sheriff"s Office: Supports or partially supports the cost of software for electronic transfer of
discovery material, underwrites part of the overtime costs of Sergeants who prepare discovery
packages, and provides funding for contracting with a consullant to review the discovery process
and make recommendations for improvements.

The funding amounts are as follows: $2,163,688 for the District Attorney’s Office, $465,000 for the
Department of Public Safety, Office of Probation and Community Corrections, and $129,000 for the Office of
the Sheriff.
