Airport, in the City of Rochester, in the amount of $3.00 per square foot for the building and $0.37
per square foot for the land, for a period of twenty (20) years, commencing upon the date of
execution of the agreement, with the option to extend the term for two (2) additional five-year terms
by mutual consent of the parties. The annual rate will be subject to review and possible escalation at
three-year intervals during the term of the sub-lease and any extension(s). The escalations will be
based upon independent appraisals to determine fair matket rent.”
