Rochester, NY 14614) and local DMV offices. The effort is in coordination with the Turkish Society of
Rochester, which is coordinating shipments of supplies.

“Thousands of people lost their lives in this historic catastrophe that devastated Tiirkiye and Syria,
and many of our residents have family and loved ones abroad who need our help,” said County
Executive Bello. “Our community is one of generosity and kindness for those in need. | know we
stand ready to help as we did for the Ukraine and Puerto Rico relief efforts.
